It was called to my attention that some of us may be getting sloppy about making sure that we are carrying our firearms to and from the loading tables with the muzzles up. Try to make sure that the muzzle of your firearms extend above other shooters heads, and that they are vertical, or downrange. Double barrel shotguns in particular pose a challenge as they may want to close up, but it can be done. Lets all try to do better! Cross-draw holsters continue to be a problem, as folks can’t seem to keep from sweeping someone when drawing and holstering. Plan ahead and be careful when drawing and holstering any handgun. If you plan to shoot your left pistol and move to your left you have a greater challenge than if you are holstering your right handgun and moving left. If you have any questions just let me know.
