Outlaw Camp Bulletin    May 18, 2007


Well, we had good weather and a good turnout for the May shoot here at “Outlaw Camp”. I didn’t set a record but I tied one, by collecting three procedurals on the day after writing the stages. Go figure. If you were here and got a procedural, I probably did the same thing on the same stage.

If you are a new shooter, or if you are interested in shooting with us and feel a little intimidated or uncomfortable about shooting your first match, let me assure you that we have all had to shoot our first match, and know what that entails. We had no clean matches this time but we had one shooter who had no misses, and one procedural, Chance Luck--good shooting. (Ozark Red said she was only going to count misses, not procedurals this time.) Clean stages were shot by  Red River Ralph, Deadeye Duke, Al Overa, Colonel Lonewolf, Weaver Creek Jim and Yankee, 1; Just Enuff Jean, Sweetwater Sue, Deadeye Duchess, Missouri Plowboy, and Bad Charlie, 2; Mustang Moore, Riley Roy, Wyoming Rattler, Marshall J.W.Snook, Ozark Outlaw, Arkansas Drifter, 3; Ozark Red, Light Finger Louie, Missouri Ruffian, and Tombstone Shadow, 4; Sundown Duke, Wild Big Bill, Chance Luck, Mississippi Mac, D.C.Guns, Des Ark, 5. (Des arc shot 4 clean stages last time, but he was not listed.) 

Arnetta had a good lunch prepared and we thank those who brought desserts. Next month Arnetta has asked for a grill down on the range so it would appear that next month we will have something grilled at the pavilion. 

I want to remind everyone about the Arkansas State Shoot to be held at “True Grit” June 1-3 looks to be a good shoot, get your entry in. If you can help there will be a workday Saturday, May 26.

Other annual shoots coming up in Arkansas are “Last Stand at Flint Hill” August 17, 18, and 19 hosted by The South Fork River Regulators, and “Shoot’n in the Shade” hosted by the Mountain Valley Vigilantes held Labor Day Weekend August 31-September 2. I like to include an item from time to time of historical interest, so this from ”Gold, Guns, and Ghost Towns”. Quoting from “The Vigilantes of Montana”, published by Thomas J Dimsdale in 1865. In thirty-three chapters its author tells of 102 murders committee by Plummer cutthroats and the execution of twenty-four of the criminals by “peoples courts” In concluding his gory record, he observes:  

Peace, order, and prosperity are the results of the conduct of vigilantes. ………Only on occasions of great necessity should the vigilantes, let their power be known ……….But the peace and justice are rights, and it is what the citizens will have: courts are only means to an end, and if they fail, the people, the republic that created them, can do their work for them……….Less than three years ago this house of well ordered industry was a den of cutthroats and murderers. What has effected the change? The vigilantes: and there is nothing in their record for which an apology is either necessary or expedient. Look at Montana, that has a committee and turn to Idaho that has none. Our own peaceful current of territorial life runs 
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smoothly, and more placidly indeed than the eastern states today: but in Idaho, one of their own papers asserted that in one county 60 homicides had been committed, without a conviction. Leave us the power of the people as a last resort, and where governments break down the citizens will save the state.

His view coincided with that of a Californian, who wrote: “There’s nothing like lynch law, after all; it’s so prompt and effectual.”

However there were some downsides to lynch law. It is recorded that in one California community a mob hanged a man for supposed horse stealing but afterward discovered he was innocent. The mob’s messenger broke the news to the victims widow in this manner: “We hanged Jim for stealing a horse; but come to find out, he didn’t do it; so I guess the joke’s on us.
