We had two guests who came over to check us out --Lindy and Marty Roberts. Lindy shot a little with Smokey Joe Smith’s rifle and pistols. We hope you enjoyed yourselves and we welcome you back. Thanks to Smokey Joe for helping out. We also had a new shooter, --Lead Foot; we hope to see you back also.  

A lot of us reload our ammo for cowboy action shooting and I noticed that we had several squib loads Saturday. SASS requires a minimum power factor of 60 to be met and a minimum velocity of 400 fps for all pistol ammo. Squib loads can be very dangerous. Lets all try to get enough powder in our ammo to get it out the barrel. If you are new to reloading and need some help just ask, we will try to get you with someone near you to get you on the right track. There are many good reloading manuals around and if you stick to their 
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minimum load recommendations you should be okay. There are many factors that affect the performance of loads including the ambient outdoor temperature. Those minimum load recommendations are there for a reason and if you go below those numbers you could be asking for trouble. 

As you know we always carry long guns muzzle up when moving around the range. I have noticed some of us are getting a little sloppy about having them really vertical and not carrying the muzzle high enough. It just makes everyone feel better if they see the firearm is vertical or pointed slightly downrange (if no one is between you and downrange) with the muzzle of the firearm at least at eye-level.

Don’t forget we have a Fun Fifth Saturday shoot coming up in November. Once again we will shoot all the targets that fall, swing, move, or break plus a True Grit Stage and for those interested, introduce a new class “Josey Wales” more details next month. Just load plenty of pistol ammo.
